Enoch walked with God (Gen 5.24)

Noah walked with God (Gen 6.9)

Walk before Me, and be thou [Abraham] perfect (Gen 17.1)
1 John 1.3 – “And truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with His son Jesus Christ.”

John 8.12 – “He that follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.”

I Peter 3.18 – “Christ suffered once and for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring us to God.”

Galatians 4.9 - But now that you have come to know God, or rather to be known of God, how is it that you turn back again to the weak and worthless elemental things, to which you desire to be enslaved all over again? 

1 John 1:6 - "If we claim to have fellowship with him yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not live by the truth" 
True love of God keeps Him central – because our souls were made for God.  The whole purpose of our lives as believers is this – to know God.  Not to do works, nor say or act the right way, but to know Him.  But knowing Him will lead to those things – they will cause those things to overflow in our lives.  These things, these works, are necessary (see I John 2.3-6 and above) (if they are not present, we have to double-back to see what we believe – and if we really know Him).   But only if placed after Him not before.  And only if we and our plans are not made much of, but are put before Him, as it says in: 

Romans 12.1-3 – “I urge you therefore brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.  And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what the will of the God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.  For through the grace given to me I say every man among you not to think more highly of himself than he ought to think; but to think so as to have sound judgment as God has allotted to each a measure of faith.”

John 15.4 – “Abide in Me, and I in you.  As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, so neither can you, unless you abide in Me.”

Philippians 2.13 – “So then, my beloved, just as you have always obeyed, not as in my presence, but now much more in my absence, work out your salvation with all fear and trembling; for it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure.”

Galatians 2.19-20 – “For through the Law I died to the Law, that I might live to God.  I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God who loved me and delivered Himself up for me.”
