Jesus: Son of God, Savior

            Matthew 1:1-18 (the lineage of Jesus)

            Luke 1:26-38; 2:1-7 (the birth of Christ recorded by Luke)

> The Father initiated the way of the Messiah to enter into humanity (v.26).

> Jesus was a descendant of David (v.27). 

> The Holy Spirit was involved in the conception of Christ (v.35).

> The Son of God would be holy; without blemish or defect – perfect (v.35).

Along with reading about the pregnancy of Mary and the birth of Jesus, I’ve included some Scripture that unfolds more of the purpose of the Christ’s coming so that we might celebrate this Christmas with the whole Jesus in view.

“The Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for many.” (Mark 10:45)

“That through death He might destroy the one who has the power of death, that is, the devil.” (Hebrews 2:14)

“(Christ) gave Himself up for us, an offering to God.” (Ephesians 5:2)

“There is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a ransom for all (many).” (1 Timothy 2:5-6)

“Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners.” (1 Timothy 1:15)

     “Christ has appeared once for all at the end of the age to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. And just as it is appointed for men to die once, and after that comes judgment, so Christ, having been offered once to bear the sins of many, will appear a second time, not to deal with sin but to save those who are eagerly awaiting Him.” (Hebrews 9:26-28)
